An Ordinance amending Chapter 3 Building Code, and Chapter 7, Licenses and Permits, and Chapter 11 Refuse, of the Mount Rainier Code. 
WHEREAS, the City of Mount Rainier is authorized to regulate and licenses, fees, and permits for the protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the City; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined that Chapter 3, Building Code and Chapter 7, Licenses and Permits should be amended.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Mount Rainier that Chapter 3 Building Code, and Chapter 7, Licenses and Permits of the Mount Rainier Code is amended as follows:

Chapter 3 Building Code

Section 3-105. Permit Fees.

A.  For new construction, alterations, and repairs of $10,000.00 or less
(except as provided in other section of this Chapter), the charge for a building permit shall be a $10.00 minimum FLAT FILING FEE OF $100 plus $5.00 for every $1,000.00 or construction cost. 50% OF THE COST OF THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY PERMIT FOR NEW CONSTRUCTION REGARDLESS OF THE ESTIMATED COST OF THE CONSTRUCTION.

C. For installation and construction of a new fence on a property with a single street address, the charge for a permit shall be $25.00 $35.00.


Chapter 7 Licenses and Permits (Municipal Infractions)

Section 7-108. Fees

A. Business license or registration fees

* * *

3.	If the business license is allowed to expire (see Section 7-`104. D.5), the reinstatement fee shall be $25 $100.00 (ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS) per year.

4.	If the business license is revoked for cause (see Section 7-104.D.5), the reinstatement fee shall be $25 $100.00 (ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS).


B. Occupancy License Fees

* * *

	2.	Reinstatement fee.

a. If the occupancy license is allowed to expire (see section 7-105.C.2) the reinstatement fee shall be $50 $100.00 (ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS).

C. 	Permit Fees

* * *

4.	Yard Sales. The fee for a permit for a yard sale shall be $5 $25.00 (TWENTY-FIVE DOLLARS) FOR UP TO TWO (2) CONSECUTIVE DAYS.

5.	News racks.  The fee for a permit for news rack(s) shall be $25 per news rack.   

6.	Public pay phones.  The fee for a permit for a public pay phone shall be $100.


Chapter 11 Refuse Collection

Section 11-106.	 Regular Trash Collection from Multi-Family Residential Dwellings 

* * *

D.	Fees. There shall be no collection fee for the first unit for one rental unit that is occupied during the fiscal year in a multi-family residential dwelling. For the other units, FOR MULTIPLE RENTAL UNITS OCCUPIED DURING THE FISCAL YEAR IN A MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DWELLING there will be a monthly collection fee $100.00 (ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS) PER UNIT PER YEAR. the prevailing cost to the City.
